



Activity:  Accelerometer
Purpose:  Use an accelerometer to identify types of movement that result in acceleration.

Procedure:  1) Cut out the accelerometer guide and glue it to an index card.  Be sure to align the top edge of the guide with the top of the card.  
2)  Use a piece of tape to attach a piece of string to the top of the index card at the center point of the guide.  Tie a washer to the bottom of the string.
3)  Center the index card on a ruler and tape it to the ruler.
4)  Label the accelerometer as shown below: [image: image1.png]Attach string here!
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4)  Hold the bottom end of the ruler and make sure that the accelerometer is facing forward.  Try to keep the accelerometer steady as you walk the different ways listed in the data table.
